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1 Introduction  

1.1 The HTML ImageMapper NG  

The HTML ImageMapper NG is the easiest, fastest and most comfortable solution to 
convert ArcGIS projects into attractive and interactive Online-GIS-applications.  
With the Wizard-based ArcGIS-Extension, you export maps from ArcGIS to the 
internet or intranet as well as to CD or DVD for use.  
 
The maps continue to be interactive, which means the user can zoom into the map 
part, display attribute information and carry out queries covering all data.  
By clicking on objects, he can furthermore display images or films, bring in sound 
effects or activate hyperlinks.  

The HTML ImageMapper NG is one of the easiest and most cost-efficient solutions to 
create maps as fast, simply and cheaply as possible out of the GIS. You as the 
author are in complete control over the cartographic quality and the user interactions. 

With the authoring system, you will achieve results in only a few minutes.

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1.2 Product history The idea for the product HTML ImageMapper dates back to 
the year 1998, when ESRI’s ArcView 3.1 made it possible for the first time to export 
map images into a browser-enabled format (JPEG). In the spring of 1999 the HTML 
ImageMapper 1.0 was brought on the marked as an extension to ArcView 3.1. The 
product line HTML ImageMapper 3 as an extension to ArcView 3 was continued, 
currently, the HTML ImageMapper 3.5 is available as the compatible extension to 
ArcView 3.  
In the course of ArcGIS (ArcView 8), alta4 developed in 2001 the first extension 
worldwide to ArcGIS: the HTML ImageMapper8. After the versions 8 and 9, version 
10 for ArcGIS 9.1 has been on the market since July 2006. This version constitutes a 
big progress. The newest web technologies, like AJAX and DHTML, have been used 
in its realization.  
The result is a surface similar to Google Maps, with dynamic zoom and pan without 
reloading the site.  
In the current version ImageMapper NG the authoring system has been completely 
remodeled and developed under Microsoft Visual Studio.

To be able to use HTML ImageMapper as an extension in ArcGIS, in addition to the 
original .NET Framework 2.0 by Microsoft, the .NET-Support by ArcGis must also be 
installed. 
If the .NET Framework already exists when installing ArcGIS, the NET-Support is 
also installed automatically. 
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2.1.1 Installation of the .NET Framework 
In order to be sure the .NET Framework 2.0 is installed on you computer, you 
proceed as follows (.NET is always installed on computers with Microsoft Vista): 

1. Open the Windows Start Menu and select “Settings” > “Control Panel” > 
“Software”. 

2. Look for the entry “Microsoft .NET Framework 2.0". 

  
 

3. If this entry does not exist, you have to install the .NET-Framework yourself.  
You can find an active link to the .NET Framework download under:

(You need administrator rights to install)  
After that, you can continue the installation of .NET-Support for ArcGIS. 
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2.1.2 Installation of the .NET support for ArcGIS  
To install ArcGIS .NET-Support belatedly, proceed as follows: 
 (in order to do this, you need administrator rights and the .NET-Framework 2.0 has 
to be installed already) 

1. First of all, end ArcGIS if necessary. 
2. Then open the Windows Start Menu and select “Settings” > “Control Panel” > 

“Software”. 
3. Select the entry “ArcGIS Desktop” and click “Change/Remove”  
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4. Choose “Modify” and press the button “Next”.  
Click ".NET Support” and select “Will be installed on local hard drive”.  
 

 
5. Click “Next” and confirm the next entry mask with “Next” as well. 

 

2.2 Installation  

If the system requirements, especially the .NET-Support by ArcGIS, are fulfilled, you 
can install the HTML ImageMapper NG. No administrator rights are required for this 
step.  

1. Start the MSI file with a double click. The installation mask starts 
autonomously after that.  

2. Read the licensing agreement and agree. In order to do this, set a checkmark 
next to “I accept” and click  “OK”.  

The installation is now completed. If any problems have occurred, please contact the 
technical support of alta4 geo informatics Inc.  

When starting the HTML ImageMapper you can load your licensing file. Read the 
next chapter for more information. 
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2.3 Licensing  

If you do not have a licensing file yet, a demo version of the HTML ImageMapper is 
loaded. 

After purchasing a commercial license, you can convert the software to the full 
version with all functions without a new installation. As soon as you start ArcMap with 
an HTML ImageMapper demo version, the following window opens:  

 

Click “change license” in order to load your licensing file (*.lic) and use ImageMapper 
NG with full functionality.  

If you want to continue using the demo version, click “OK”. Then ArcMap will be 
opened.  
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2.4 Loading the  HTML ImageMapper in ArcMap  

 Start the software ArcMap 9.2. Select the option “Extensions…“ from the "Tools" 
menu.  

1. Activate the checkbox for HTML ImageMapper NG. 
2. If the HTML ImageMapper Toolbar does not appear automatically, you can 

display it manually. In order to do this, select “Toolbars” in the “Tools” menu 
and activate "HTML ImageMapper NG”. The HTML ImageMapper toolbar 
appears:  

 

 

2.5 Uninstall   

The HTML ImageMapper NG can be uninstalled like any other Windows software 
using the control panel.  

1. First of all, end ArcGIS. 
2. Then open the Windows Start Menu and choose “Settings” > “Control Panel” > 

“Software”. 
3. Select “HTML ImageMapper NG” from the list and click “Change/Remove” 
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3 Quickstart: Short instructions 

The way from ArcGIS to the internet    

Step 1:   
After the successful installation you load or create your map in ArcGIS as usual. Now 
you start the “HTML ImageMapper NG” extension by clicking the yellow hand (A). If 
you can’t find the hand, follow the instructions in chapter Fehler! Verweisquelle 
konnte nicht gefunden werden.  – “Loading the HTML ImageMapper in ArcMap”. 

 

HINT: You can click the “Start" button to create an ImageMapper project anytime, 
this means even at once. After a short holding time the result is presented in the 
browser according to your wish. 

 
Step 2:  
The current map extent is displayed by default. In order to change this, click on the 
magnifier to zoom in (A) and pull open a box in the preview map. If you are pleased 
with the new scale, you can accept it with "Add current scale" (B) (or continue 
adapting it with the two magnifying glass functions). You can later zoom in the online 
map between the set up scales.  
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Step 3:   
Continue by clicking “Features (A). Here you will assign an action to layers and their 
objects respectively, which is carried out by clicking them. First select from "Clickable 
layers" (B) the one you wish. Leave the click-function on “Show attributes” and 
choose under “Attributes” (C) the ones to be displayed when clicking on the object. If 
you select "Set searchable” (D), your online map can be searched for attributes of the 
chosen layer. 
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Step 4:   
Continue with "Layout” (A). 
Activate "Infobar” (B) and “Include title” (C) in order to entitle your map. Now you can 
provide the map with a heading. (D) 
To add more elements to the map, click "Include coordinates" (E) as well as “include 
scale bar” (F) to show them. 
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An outline map can be created by clicking "Include overview map”(G). A dialog 
window will open. 
For the sake of brevity, leave the default settings the way they are and confirm with 
“Save settings". 
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We leave the manifold settings for the appearance of the map on the default settings. 
 
 
Step 5: 
Now we can pay attention to the “Output settings” (A). We assume that you’d like to 
change the output directory by clicking “Browse folder” (B). If you want to make the 
map available to the general public immediately, you must activate the “Upload 
output” (C) under “FTP settings” and make the required entries (ask your 
administrator for the connection data if necessary). 
The index tab “Tile export” contains “exotic” functions which are of no further interest 
to us right now. So click “Start” and wait for the query whether to preview the map in 
the browser. 
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You can then marvel at the result of the few efforts you went through: 
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4 Detailed function description  

4.1  Map   
This entry mask allows you to define which part of the map shall be used and in 
which scales it is to be displayed. If several scales are chosen, they can be used to 
zoom in on the web map. 
 

 
 

4.1.1 Defining the map section  
The complete map can be displayed on the entire screen using the “Screen ” button. 
The "Extent ” button, on the other hand, provides the opportunity to have the entire 
map content of your ArcGIS project displayed. 
If the two settings “Screen” and “Extend” should not be sufficient to your needs, you 
can adapt the red bounding box in the outline map. This bounding box displays the 
area processed in an ImageMapper project. 
 

4.1.2 Defining the scales  
You can either manually enter the scales into the “Scales” input box or use the 
corresponding navigational functions on the outline map. 
When you’ve found the appropriate scale, it can be added to the list via "Add 
current scale" . After that it is possible to zoom between the listed scales in the web 
map. 
Attention:  The processing time increases significantly (to be precise: exponentially), 
with the number of zoom levels you export and the magnitude of the chosen scale. 
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4.2 Features   

 
 

4.2.1 Theme browser  
In the theme browser, the data frames of the ArcGIS project are at your disposition. If 
several data frames are chosen, an ImageMapper project is created, in which various 
thematic maps can be displayed. 
It thus becomes possible, for instance, to switch between aerial photographs and 
topographical maps, like it is known from Google Maps. For each theme, the 
parameters of the layers can be set separately by choosing it from the list first. 

4.2.2 Clickable layers  
All the layers are listed here. 
If you put a checkmark next to one of the layers, you can set the options and actions 
which are available for this layer in the “Layer” box. 

4.2.3 Layer options  
For every layer, the following options exist: 
 

·  Map tip: 
Here you can select the attribute field to be displayed when the mouse cursor 
is positioned over an object in this layer. 

·  Search:   
This option is only available if the click action is set to "Show attributes". 
This activates the search function for the active layer. Only the attribute fields 
selected in the “Attributes” list can be searched. 

·  Quick reference links:  
This option is only available if the click action is set to "Show attributes". 
Here you can have a list created for a user-defined attribute field. The 
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elements of this list can be clicked, making the map navigate to the 
corresponding object. 
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4.2.4 Click functions  
The pulldown menu “Click functions ” allows you to select the action which is carried 
out when clicking on an object in the browser. 
The following options are available: 

·  Show attributes:  
If you choose this option, a table with attribute data is displayed when clicking 
on an object. You can choose the attribute fields to be used from the list 
“Attributes ”. Besides, this option is the base of the search function and the 
link list. 

·  Database link:  
Here you can create links to your database on your web server. The standard 
setting for the corresponding entry box “Interactive link” is:  
http://www.server.com/path/to/script?parameter=<<FIELD>> In order to create 
a link to your own database, replace http://www.server.com/path/to/script with 
a valid URL to your file from which you want to create a connection to your 
database. Add an arbitrary variable name instead of ?parameter. FIELD has to 
be replaced with a field in your attribute table (e.g. 
showattributes.php?feature_id=<<FID>>). 
FID is a field name of your attribute table.  
The link to a database has the advantage that the displayed information is 
always up-to-date. For instance, you can supply the user with current 
measuring results of a meteorological station every day by modifying only the 
database.  

·  Email link:  
If there is a field with e-mail addresses in your attribute table, this option 
enables you to start the e-mail program of the user when clicking on an object 
in order to send an e-mail to the corresponding address from the attribute 
table.  
You can select the attribute field with the e-mail addresses via the pulldown 
menu “Interactive link”. 

·  Hot link:   
All internet compatible multi media files (GIF, JPEG or PNG images, MPEG or 
AVI films, WAV or MP3 sound files, etc) can be embedded into the structure 
via a hotlink. The names of these files must be entered into the hotlink field of 
the attribute table. Clicking on an object opens these files.  
These files must be copied manually  into the corresponding directory. 
Starting from the output path of the ImageMapper you must change into the 
directory ”\web\hot_0” (if several themes exist, replace 0 if necessary). A text 
file with the files which are still to be copied can also be found there.  
So select the corresponding attribute for the hotlink with the file names from 
the pulldown menu "Interactive Link".  

·  Url link:  
A click on an object in the map automatically opens the website defined by the 
URL in the browser. Exactly like mentioned in the hotlink paragraph, the 
complete path must be in the URL field of the attribute table here as well. 
Select the URL field from the pulldown menu "Interactive link". 
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4.3 Layout   
On this index tab, the various support elements of the map can be configured, as for 
instance an information bar, an outline map or the legend. Besides, there are rich 
options for setting colors and fonts and the possibility of defining size and position of 
the map in the browser. 

 
 

4.3.1 Information bar  
With this option, a heading and, where required, a logo are displayed at the upper 
edge of the map. 
 
In order to activate this option, you must click on “Infobar ” in the checkbox and 
enable “Include Title ” and “Include  Commentary ”, if necessary. 

·  Title:   
Enter the title of your ImageMapper project. The default setting here is “HTML 
ImageMapper NG - AJAX”.  

·  Commentary:   
You can insert here information about the author, for instance.  
The default setting is "Created with HTML ImageMapper NG".  
If you would like to add a link, enter an HTML tag using the following scheme:  
 <a href=http://www.mywebsite.com target=”_parent”>My website</a>. 
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E.g.:  
 <a href="http://www.alta4.com" target=”_parent”>Alta4 Homepage</a> 

You can adjust the color by clicking on the (by default) black rectangle and the font 
via “Abc ”. 
If a logo shall be integrated, the checkbox “Include Logo ” has to be activated. This 
opens a dialog window where the picture can be selected. (Possible formats are .jpg, 
.gif and .png) 
The scroll bar “Infobar Transparence " varies the opacity of the information bar with 
the exception of the logo. 
 

4.3.2 General elements  
·  Include coordinates: 

With this checkbox the (geographical) coordinates of the current mouse 
pointer position are shown in the map. 

·  Include scale bar:   
This option shows a small scale bar in the map. 

·  Include existing legends:  
With this, you can transfer the legend which might already exist in the ArcGIS 
project into the web map. 

·  Background color:  
If you click on the small box next to “Background”, a dialog for the selection of 
the background color for the entire map opens. 
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4.3.3 Overview map   
If you wish to have an overviedw map, you have to click on the corresponding 
checkbox in the frame "General elements" (on the "Layout" index tab). With this, a 
dialog opens where the options of the overview map can be set. 
 

 
 
If you have several themes activated, you can set the overview map parameters for 
each theme separately after selecting it from “data frames”. 
 
The size of the overview map can be adapted with the entry boxes “Width” and 
“Height”. The width-to-height ratio is kept up automatically. 
In the list “Layer ” you can select the levels to be displayed in the outline map. If there 
are many layers, it is often easier to deactivate all checkboxes and then select the 
few which are actually appropriate in such a small scale. 
Finally, you can bring the preview up-to-date via “Update preview ”. The settings can 
be saved and reloaded in other projects via the settings file. 
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4.3.4 User defined buttons  
 
Here you can create hyperlinks to any website you wish. These hyperlinks are 
displayed as buttons in the lower bar of the map. 
Click on “add button ” an then on the marked space below “title” to enter one. Then 
click on the “target”-column in the same line to mark it. Another click allows you to 
enter the URL. 
 
In order to delete a button, the corresponding line has to be selected. You can do this 
by clicking on the small grey space on the left in the line which you want to delete. 
After that, press “remove  button ”. 
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4.3.5 Colors and fonts  
You can check the effects of your settings anytime by clicking “Display preview ”. 
Hint: The preview display only changes in color and font. All other settings are 
ignored.  
 
In order to give an individual layout to your map, you can define by yourself the 
settings concerning colors and fonts to a large extent. (To set a color, click on the 
corresponding monochrome rectangles. A dialog will open.) 
In the box  

·  Popups:  
Here you can adapt the appearance of the HTML ImageMapper notifications.  
“Key” (a) indicates the background color of the attribute names; “Value” (b) 
designates the corresponding data. “Text color” defines the font color for both 
fields.  

  
 
In the entry box “Width” the width of the popups can be determined. In order to 
do this, the checkbox “dynamic” has to be deactivated. 

·  Startup Message:   
Refers to the welcome message which is displayed until the HTML 
ImageMapper NG is loaded. 

·  Coordinates:  
Adjusts color and font of the coordinate display if it is activated.  

·  Copyright information:  
Affects the legal indications correspondingly. 

·  Buttons:   
This last box enables you to adapt the appearance of the buttons displayed in 
the lower bar of the map. 

 

4.3.6 Managing layouts  
The HTML ImageMapper NG allows you to save layouts in order to be able to reload 
them for further use. These layouts contain the color and font definitions. 
The box “Load predefined layout ” contains the ones you have created yourself in 
addition to the originally provided standard layouts. 
 
In order to save the active layout, first enter the name into the entry box with the 
default setting “Layout name” and then click on “Save layout ”. 
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With “Delete layout ” you can delete layout definitions which are no longer needed. 

4.3.7 Position in the browser  
In the box “Position in the browser ” you can set up the map’s size in the browser. 
Besides the option "Full screen " you can also limit the size pixel-accurately with 
"User defined ". In order to do this, the corresponding values are to be typed into the 
adjoining entry boxes. 
You can either specify the “absolute ” values (i.e. in pixels) or select “relative ” where 
the map size is set as a percentage of the browser window size. After that, the 
numeric values have to be entered into the entry fields grouped under “Position” and 
“Size”. 
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4.4 Output settings  
On this index tab you set the parameters for the data output like output directory and 
graphics format. 

 
 

4.4.1 Output directory All created files are written into the specified output 
directory. You can select the directory by clicking on “Browse directory ”. 

4.4.2 Graphics settings  
Here the graphics format for the tiles, i.e. the parts of the actual map, is selected. For 
further information on the graphics formats and setting options see chapter 4.4.5. 
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4.4.3 Database API  
With the API database you can export the attributes of the used layers into CSV files 
(CSV: Character Separated Values).  
CSV files are suitable for subsequent processing in databases. 

Users with programming knowledge gain a variety of possibilities for rearranging the 
ImageMapper output according to their likings or using it as a foundation to a new 
database-supported application. For instance, an own search function can be 
implemented which makes it possible to search for several attributes of one layer. 
ImageMapper projects can thus be better and more easily integrated into existing 
websites and their logic.  

Two files per layer are exported: An SQL file containing the table definition for a layer 
and a CSV file containing the information of the attribute table and additionally the 
information in which map sector an object is positioned. The map sectors are saved 
in the “map” directory as usual.  
You can find the API database files in the “dbapi” directory.  

Hint:  If you want to use the export function, please note that the names of your 
layers should not contain any special characters, because those will be removed in 
the export.  

4.4.4 FTP settings  
With this function, you can publish your map in the internet, as long as the 
connection data of your FTP server is at hand. For a detailed description see chapter 
Fehler! Verweisquelle konnte nicht gefunden werden. . 
With the “Test connection ” button you can check whether the login data has been 
entered correctly. 
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4.4.5 Graphics formats  
The tiles can be saved in the listed formats with the specified options. 
 

·  JPEG:   
JPEG is the graphics format used most in the web for photos. The JPEG 
format is based on a lossy compression algorithm. JPEG is especially 
recommended if your map contains many colors (e.g. satellite images) 
The number in the entry box represents the used quality, a higher quality   
meaning bigger files and therefore longer loading times for the user. Visually 
loss-free images are to be expected up to a compression rate of 15 (quality 
factor 85). Reasonable values with good results vary between 70 and 95. 

·  PNG:   
This loss-free format is recommended if you have got many fine objects in 
your map. The selection box offers the possibility to choose between “PNG 
24” and “PNG 32”, the latter containing an additional channel for transparency. 
The PNG format accomplishes better compression rates than the JPEG 
format in images with big, monochrome areas, but is clearly inferior to the 
latter when it comes to photos. 

·  GIF: 
This somewhat aged graphics format can only save 256 different colors. If 
your map has few colors, you can select this format. But most of the time the 
other formats are preferable. 

·  TIFF: 
This format is only available for the tile export. 
You can create compressed, completely loss-free tiles with it, if you prefer 
working with TIFF instead of PNG files. 
Please note that this is a so-called “Baseline TIFF” and not  a “GeoTIFF" with 
integrated geo referencing. 

 
 

4.4.6 Advanced settings  
·  Buffer tollerance: 

Here the range of the click function on objects can be adjusted. The setting 
"10” means that an object responds to the click function up to a buffer zone of 
10 pixels around the actual object. 

·  Attributes per file:  
With this option you can adjust the size of the "Attributes”-Files. These files 
contain the attribute data of the individual objects. The number in the entry box 
indicates how much attribute data is saved in a file. 
A small value leads to high memory requirements, but it has the advantage 
that only a short loading time is to be expected by the user. 
A high value, on the other hand, minimizes the memory requirements on the 
data storage medium, but involves a longer waiting period for the map users. 
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4.4.7 Output  
·  Create web output 

When you select this option, only the files necessary for publishing the web 
map are created. 

·  Create GIS output 
This creates only the image tiles of the tile export, as well as World files and 
the KML file if the according options are selected. 

·  Create web and GIS output 
Both, all necessary files for the web map and the files for the tile export are 
created. 

4.5 Tile export   
This dialog provides additional options for the export of image tiles. These functions 
can also be carried out independently without creating an HTML project. (see setting 
on the index tab “Output settings” in the box “Output”, chapter 4.4.7)  
 

 
 

4.5.1 Graphics settings Here you can control the graphics format of the tiles. 
You can find an explanation of the graphics format options in chapter 4.4.5. 

4.5.2 Tile size  
Here you can set up the desired tile size. Possible values range from 128 x 128 
pixels to 4098 x 4098 pixels per tile. 
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4.5.3 Output settings Make output ArcGIS server compliant:  
With this option you can create tiles which can be used by the ArcGIS server. 

·  Create world files:  
For every available graphics format, a world file can be exported. With this, the 
tiles get a geo referencing which allows it to import the image back into a 
geographic information system and display it correctly positioned.  

·  Create Google Earth KML: 
With this option you can create so-called “ground overlays” for Google Earth. If 
you now load the KML file you have created into Google Earth (the easiest 
way is to double-click it), the map is displayed over the usual satellite data. 
Hint: The KML export is only possible for data in the projection WGS-84! 
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5 Publishing maps  
In this chapter the created data is shortly outlined and it is described how to publish it 
on the internet most effectively. 

5.1 Directory structure  
The directory structure of the created web map is the following: (when using one 
theme) 
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the “web” directory:   

The web folder contains all the files which have to be uploaded to the FTP server in 
order to publish your project. 
The most important file in this folder is “index.html”. Double-click on this file to open 
your project in the browser. All other files are accessed automatically. 

By means of the folder numeration, different themes are distinguished, “lists_0” 
designating the first theme, “lists_1” the second theme, and so on. 

Hint: Do not, by any means, make any changes in the  directory structure.   

The  directory "web” contains the following subfolders:  

·  attributes: Contains the attribute data for the click action “Show attributes”.  
·  design: Contains all design elements  
·  geoTiles: Contains the allocations of the individual objects to a tile.  
·  languages: Contains all language files.  
·  lists: Contains all list data.  
·  maptileimages: Contains all map tiles.  
·  scripts: Contains all javascript files.  
·  searchIndex: Contains all necessary files for the search function.  
·  hot: This folder is only created if you have activated “Hotlink” as click action 

under the index tab “Layer”. Copy all hotlink files manually into this folder. 

The folder “gis ” is only created if you have activated the option “Create tiles only” or 
“Create web project and tiles” under the index tab “Output”. This folder contains all 
the tiles and world files which can be used independently from the HTML project. 
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5.2 Upload to a web server  

5.2.1 Automatic FTP upload  

You can simplify the process of publishing your ImageMapper project with the 
integrated FTP upload. 

 

1. Select “Upload output ” in the "Output " mask of the ImageMapper.  
2. Enter the name of the FTP server. 
3. Enter your user login and password. 
4. Specify the server path where the data is to be saved. The indicated directory is 
created if necessary. 
 
Of all created output files, only the contents of the folder “web” is uploaded. The 
folder “gis” contains image tiles which are not necessary for using the HTML map.  

5.2.2 Manual upload with FTP software  

If you do not want to use the FTP upload while in the ImageMapper, you can also 
manually upload the files to the server. 
In order to transfer your data from the local hard drive to a web server, you need 
some FTP software, like for instance Cute FTP, WS_FTP or FTPVoyager.  

1. We recommend adding a new subdirectory to your homepage. 
2. Move or copy the contents of the “web” folder out of your output directory into the 
corresponding directory on the web server, using the FTP software. 
3. In order to integrate your results into the structure of your homepage, add a link to 
“index.html ” in the directory where the files are. Do not pay attention to any other 
files created by the HTML ImageMapper NG.  
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5.3 Publishing on CD or DVD    

In order to publish your results on CD or DVD, proceed similarly to publishing on the 
internet. Just copy the complete directory structure “web" from your ImageMapper 
output directory and link “index.html ”. 

 

5.4 Using the batch mode of HTML ImageMapper  
The batch mode of the HTML ImageMapper enables you to process your 
ImageMapper projects automatically at any given time. 
The ImageMapper is started as a Windows task in batch mode at a time you choose. 
 
The configuration of the Windows task is described below: 

1. Access the setting window via "Start" > "Control Panel" > "Scheduled tasks". 
2. Start the “Assistant for planned tasks by double clicking “Add scheduled task”. 
3. Click on “Next” and select in the next window “HTML ImageMapper NG 

BatchGUI” as program to be carried out.  

 
 

4. Click on “Next” to specify in the next step when the batch mode is to be 
started. 

5. With “Next” you can make more detailed settings concerning the starting time. 
6. After that, the name and possibly the password of the user who wants to start 

the program have to be entered. Then click on “Next”. 
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7. In the next window select the option “Open advanced properties for this task 
when I click Finish " in order to specify which ImageMapper project is to be 
executed. Now click on “Finish”. 

 
 

8. Now you have to specify which ImageMapper settings file is to be delivered as 
parameter when starting.  
In order to do this, add the path to your settings file at "Run" at the end of the 
line. If you do not want to use the output directory specified in the settings file, 
you may also select another output directory as a second parameter.  
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9. For instance, if the path to your ImageMapper Settings file is "C:\projekts\IM 
project.im11”, add the path at the end of the line, so it looks like:  
“C:\documents and settings\...BatchGUI.Ink” “C:\Projects\IM project.im11” 
Make sure the quotation marks are properly inserted, so the empty spaces in 
the file name are processed correctly. 

10. Confirm by clicking “OK”. 
Now you can test the batch function. In order to do this, right-click in the window 
"Planned tasks" on the task you created and select "Run". 
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Now ArcMap starts and the HTML ImageMapper NG executes your project: 
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6 The map in the browser    
In this chapter we want to give you a deeper understanding of the web map you 
created. 
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6.1 Outline map  

 

The outline map is for better orientation in the map when working with high zoom 
levels. It displays the whole exported map section.  
Cross hairs mark the currently visible part of the map on the HTML site.  

The outline map serves in addition as a navigational tool. Click into the outline map to 
move the map section. The big map image then “flies” to the new position.  

The characteristics of the outline map can be set up under the “Layout” index tab 
through the button “Adapt outline map”. 

6.2 Zooming in the browser  

There are different zooming possibilities in the browser.  

·  Zooming with the scroll button  
·  Zooming with the mouse wheel  
·  Automatic zoom onto an object  

In the "map” dialog box (chapter Fehler! Verweisquelle konnte nicht gefunden 
werden. ) of the ImageMapper the author can individually define an arbitrary number 
of zoom levels or scales respectively. 

Zooming with the scroll button  
Zoom into or out of the map by moving the scroll slide (in the bottom left corner) up or 
down  

Zooming with the mouse wheel  
The most comfortable alternative is zooming with the mouse wheel. Just move the 
wheel up or down. The map scale changes according to the zoom levels specified by 
the author  

Zooming on objects  
The online user can zoom in directly on objects in the browser by:  

·  clicking on an object in a link list,  
·  displaying an element of the pin board in the map or  
·  clicking on an element of the search results list.  
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6.3 Search  

The HTML ImapeMapper NG provides two search functions:  

·  Simple search  
·  Advanced search  

 
Simple search 
 

 

The simple search function is always visible at the lower map edge, if the search has 
been activated. Just enter a search key. The search is carried out over all searchable 
layers and all activated attribute data.  
The search result is delivered in form of a list. Click on an element of this list to zoom 
in on it.  

Advanced search 
 

 
 
The professional search is accessed with a button in the navigation bar below the 
map. It is also carried out over all searchable layers. However, the search can be 
considerably limited.  
1. Select a field to be searched out of the attribute table.  
2. Enter the search key into the text field and start the search.  

In a text field, the search is always carried out with the parameter contains . In 
numeric fields, you can choose between the search parameters is equal , bigger 
than  and smaller than .  
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6.4 Attribute display  
As soon as an object is left-clicked upon with the click function “Show attributes”, all 
object attributes are displayed on the map in a window floating over the map. This 
window is attached to the object. 

 
There is always just one attribute window displayed at a time. 
 

In order to compare attribute data of different objects, you can move objects 
to the pin board using the pin needle. 
 

The printing function can be started directly out of the attribute display. The 
print preview displays the map section surrounding the object, the outline map and 
the attribute data.  
 

The attribute window can be closed again by using the cross. 
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6.5 Legend  

The HTML ImageMapper NG exports the legend to the browser exactly the way 
you’ve designed it in ArcMap.  

Access the legend with the button in the navigation bar below the map.  
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6.6  Lists  
With the button “lists ” in the navigation bar below the map, the list window is 
accessed. 

 
If several lists have been created, you can select a list with a pulldown menu. Below 
the pulldown menu all the elements are listed alphabetically. When the user clicks on 
one of the element, the map zooms on the respective object and opens the 
corresponding attribute window. 
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6.7 Pin board  

The pin board enables you to compare the attribute data of individual objects.  
The attribute data is listed in the pin board one below the other. Every single entry 
can be minimized, deleted or the corresponding object can be accessed.

  Zooming to the corresponding object in the map and display of the 
attribute information.

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6.8  Printing  

The print function can be accessed through several elements of the HTML site.  

1. „Print" button in the navigation bar   

 
The print preview displays the current map section as seen in the browser, without 
any additional elements. 
 
2. Printing attributes data 

The printing function can be activated from the attribute display.  
It displays the current map section, the attribute data, the selected object and the 
outline map. 

 
 
3. Printing the pin board contents 
The print function can also be started from the pin board.  
The print preview displays the attribute information available on the pin board. 
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4. Printing the search results list  

The search results list can be printed with the printing button of the search 
window. 
 

6.9 Compass rose  

 

The compass rose is another navigation tool. Click on north, south, west or east to 
move the map into the indicated direction.  

Click into the center of the wind rose and keep the left mouse button pushed, then 
pull the mouse into the direction you want to move the map and the map will start 
moving. The further you move the mouse from the center of the wind rose, the faster 
the map moves.  

Note:  You can also navigate comfortably through the map with the mouse pointer. 
After a double click, the clicked-on position is displayed in the center of the map. 
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7 HTML ImageMapper service functions    

You can reach the HTML ImageMapper service functions in the service menu. Click 
on the question mark in the menu bar. 

 

7.1 HTML ImageMapper problem report     

If you encounter possible bugs in the software, please notify us. This way, we can 
correct the error faster and offer you a bug free product. In order to do this, click on 
the point “Report bug” in the service menu. You will be forwarded to the alta4 bug 
tracking system.  

7.1.1 Sign up  

In order to be able to use the full extent of our bug tracking system we recomment 
you to sign up.1 If you already have an account for our system, for instance from an 
earlier version or another software by alta4, you can log in directly, see paragraph 
Fehler! Verweisquelle konnte nicht gefunden werden.   „Login”.

Select the link “Enter problem” in the alta4 bug tracking system menu. Now you can 
enter the error you have encountered. Please specify also which versions of HTML 
ImageMapper and ArcGIS you use and your operating system as well. We welcome 
you to add files which are helpful for describing the error.  

Save your error description via "Send report”. 
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Selecting “Display problems” you get a list of all open and eliminated errors. Here 
you can check the status of your error entry. But you will also be notified by e-mail, if 
there is any news concerning an error you reported.  

7.2 Info menu  

7.2.1 Change license   

Click on “Registration” in the service menu (the question mark in the menu bar) in 
order to change your license type. Load your license file by clicking on the button 
“Change license”. The license change takes effect immediately without a program 
restart.  

7.2.2 Update check    

You can start an update by clicking on "Search for updates" in the service menu (the 
question mark in the menu bar). The ImageMapper now downloads the newest 
version, which you can install at once.  

 

8 Versions  

8.1 Commercial version  

The commercial version offers the full scope of operation. 

In addition, we recommend using the HTML ImageMapper NG maintenance license. 
In this case, you are entitled to all patches, updates and new product versions. 

8.2 Demo version  

Your demo version of the HTML ImageMapper is valid for 30 days. This time limit 
starts the day you have downloaded the HTML ImageMapper. During this period, 
your demo version is subject to the following limitations:  

·  The individual tiles of your map will have the "HTML ImageMapper NG Demo" 
watermark in the background. 

·  There is a maximum of 2 scales that are processed 
·  There is a maximum of 3 attributes that are used 
·  A link to the alta4 geo informatics Inc. Website is displayed.  

 

8.3 Campus version 

The campus version offers the full scope of operation of a commercial HTML 
ImageMapper license. The use is limited to 12 months.  

8.4 EDU version  
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The EDU version offers the full scope of operation of a commercial HTML 
ImageMapper license. However, the use is permitted for non-commercial purposes 
only.
